Questions you want to know from parents and pupils
With the pupil:

· How does the pupil feel in school, class, with teachers, classmates?

· Does the pupil express fears? What of? (Teachers, class mates, tests etc.)

· What function does the truancy have? (Avoiding lessons, teachers, class mates, doing something “better”, hanging out with other truants)

· Where does the pupil linger / with whom does he spend time when he is not in school?

· Are there physical problems?

· Does the pupil talk about disliking school?

· Does the pupil feel overstrained? (When, where, how?)

· Does the pupil show deviant / delinquent behavior? (taking drugs, being aggressive, stealing, insulting)

· What would the pupil like to change in school, class, lessons?

With the parents:

· Do the parents know about the truancy of their child?

· If they do: What are they doing against it and what are the consequences?

· How do the parents explain their child´s behavior?

· What are the parents´ attitudes towards education and attending school?

· Is the child taken care of appropriately at home?

· Do the parents need help with their education?

· Which solutions do the parents see?

· What can the parents contribute to the solution?
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
