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4. Workshop minutes 

a) Meetings at the testing schools

In each testing school, meetings were held previously to allow an easier management of the workshop. The two testing teachers together with the member/s of the regional research group read the module, as well as the links,  on line. The minutes of these meetings are at CIPAT’s. 

b) The workshop started with the presentation by the teachers responsible for each school of the agreed comments and of any different opinion. 

The single points were discussed in detail following the SWOT method and a very positive evaluation of the module was agreed, even though some paragraphs appeared to be rather long with the risk that future trainees may miss the main points. 

All the teachers were present and each participant had repeated opportunities to express their opinions. At the end of the long debate the following analysis was agreed:

STRENGTHS:

The module offers a clear picture of the main principles of communication psychology at different levels ( in classroom and outside) and with different receivers (students, truants, parents) with very useful suggestions.

The teachers appreciated the very large range of practical tools aiming at the solution of problems (questionnaires, grids to evaluate and monitor activities, good practices, relevant links).

The module gives precise, well structured indications of how to approach and manage conflicts.

The teachers found the tools to practise self-analysis quite helpful to recognize and properly manage the different aspects of their own emotional problems.

WEAKNESSES:

The variety  of information sometimes tends to become too much detailed, particularly in Chapter 3 and 4, and it may lead teachers to miss priorities or  feel confused.

OPPORTUNITIES:

The materials appear to be particularly useful to train all the staff who have coordinating tasks, a kind of training too often forgotten in our schools.  

It can be used as a reference book where teachers can select the tools they need as occasion may require. 

THREATS: 

Indications and instructions are so detailed that we feel there is the risk that teachers will use them  without the flexibility the actual situations may require.
