Questions you might want to ask the pupil
· „What is the problem from your point of view? Or do you think there is no problem?

· Who is responsible?

· When does the problem become more or less intense?

· How is a day with and without school for you?

· What do you think, how do you feel on your way to school, if you stay in bed, if you decide upon alternative activities, go to sleep, resuming about your day…?

· Who would be glad if your school problem got solved as if by a miracle?

· If you had a magic wand: What would you do?

· What if the problem continued for years? Who would be the saddest one? 

· What would your ideal day with school look like?

· What could you contribute to a solution? Who could support you?

· If you started going to school tomorrow on a regular basis: Which disadvantages would you have to put up with?

· Which advantages would result?

· What would you wish from your teachers, parents, classmates?”
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
