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4. Basic Workshop minutes

The workshop started with a discussion concerning the contents of module 2, which teachers had already studied and commented. In the case of the early school leaving prevention, evaluation is strongly related to the pupils' needs assessment before their engagement in a learning activity in order to identify in time their learning difficulties. Throughout evaluation teachers can identify pupils' learning difficulties and point out what kind of intervention by themselves and school environment is more appropriate for each pupil in order to prevent early school leaving. Teachers need to be acquainted with the modern meaning of evaluation, evaluation types and forms, evaluation models, techniques and tools in order to become able to use them effectively in their school classes to achieve, among other educational objectives, the prevention of early school leaving.
